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A Eucharistic Minister assists the Priest in Distribution The Body and Blood
of Christ to the community and the ill.

This Ministry was formed to help the Priest distribute communion to the
Congregation. This Ministry is necessary because in our church we have two
communities, Spanish and English and only one Priest to serve both
communities.

In order to join the Eucharistic Ministry you must be a practicing catholic as
well as a member of St. Patrick’s Parish.

The Group meets every 6 months on at Saturday for about 1 % hours at St.
Patrick’s church.

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Before Mass

1. Eucharistic Ministers should arrive 30 minutes before Mass to prepare for Mass

2. 2-Chalices both 2/3 filled with wine
2-Patens fill one 2/3 filled with small host and place one large host on top

3. To Back of Church
1-Paten filled 2/3 with host
2-Chalice filled 2/3 with wine
2-Purificators to be placed on Chalices

4. Place on Credence Table:
One empty Paten
Small decanter with water
Bowl with water
One Corporal
One Purificator
One hand towel

On Priest Table:
One handkerchief
One small bottle water

5. Go to the back of the church and be on time for prayer and procession.

During Mass

Entrance: Process in behind the Lectors, bow at the foot of the Altar, and take
your place on the pew to the right. (Note: Ministers who sing in the choir should
process in with the other Eucharistic Ministers and then take their place in the
choir.)

They should not serve as Eucharistic Ministers in Choir robes.

After The Our Father: Ministers proceed to front of altar, bow at credence table,
sanitize hands with Purel and then take places on the Altar.

Communion of the Sick (in pews): One minister will serve communion to sick

in the pews with a Priest, while the others will serve the choir. After the choir and
sick has been served, take your place at the front of the Altar (side) to serve the
rest of the Congregation.
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conclude communion with Priest. When finished assist priest in clearing altar,
placing Chalices, Patens, and all linens on credence table. Turn to Tabernacle
bow, go to front of altar bow, then to pew and take seat simultaneously with
priest..

At The End of Mass: After priest says “Mass is ended, go in peace”, stand, join
priest and other ministers in front of the altar forming a line across the altar, all
bow.

Recession: Follow the Cross, The Priest(s) will follow at the end of the
recession.

After Mass

1. Purify paten, chalices, etc. with soap and water in the Sacristy and return
Everything to its place in the cupboards.
2. Deposit used clothes in the hamper.

| Other Responsibilities

1. Regularly attend Mass, even when you are not serving as a Eucharistic
Minister.

2. Monitor the Host and Wine as well as the linens, and let Robert Lun or the
Priest know when they running low.

3. Assist in keeping the Sacristy neat and orderly.

4. Contact Robert Lun or the Priest if you are unable to serve as scheduled.
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
