Ministry: Ushers/Greeters

The ministry of ushers and greeters is important to St. Patrick Church in that these are the first face to face contact made by visitors and regular parishioners upon entering the Church.  First impressions are lasting impressions.


This ministry is an extension of the pastor.  It would be impossible for the pastor to greet and welcome each and every visitor and regular parishioner that enters the Church.  Everything that the usher/greeter does reflects on the pastor and the parish.


The aim at St. Patrick is to be known as the friendly welcoming parish.


The ministry generally recruits on Stewardship Sunday when representatives are present with written information and questions are answered about the ministry.  Any of the ushers/greeters are available on any Sunday to answer questions from people interested in this ministry.  Ushers/greeters should be outgoing, friendly, meet people easily, and able to reach out to strangers and regulars alike.


Meetings are held when necessary or when changes are needed under the guidance of the pastor.
